The Water Street Parking Garage was established as a separate Enterprise

Fund in 2006. The parking garage is operated by an outside vendor

(Propark). The garage is located across from the New London train station
and ferry terminal. Expenditures are paid with revenue from parking fees.
Fees are established by the New London Parking Commission.

Renovations are currently ongoing, and include new elevators and

integration with newly constructed Parade Plaza.

The City of New London operates it own Water Supply System
and Waster Water Treatment Facility. It has contracted with
neighboring communities to provide services. The operations of
these services are contracted out to an outside vendor (Veolia
Water Northeast, LLC)

Operations are financed from direct charges to users of the service.
No portion of the appropriation is supported by the property tax,
nor are other revenue sources of the City diverted to support
operations, nor are funds funneled from the system to subsidize
other City functions. The City does charge this fund for services
and administrative cost provided by other departments of the City
and is reported as revenue in the General Operating Budget.

Rates for both water and sewer have increased, but revenues still
do not support full funding of depreciation which is the primary
source of funding capital improvements. The amount of the
shortfall is reported as Depreciation Deferred.

This budget includes a projected increase in fees effective January
2011. Even after this increase rates will still be among the lowest
in the State of Connecticut.
